
 
ENTRY FEE = CHARITABLE DONATION 

 
 
There are 3 ways to enter into a Tournament (in North America): 

1. $60 (for first round) - covers only court fees ($10 per match), new balls/shuttles and 
winner’s trophy. Players are NOT eligible to compete for prize money and 
sponsor’s gifts and prizes. 

2. $150 – covers above plus $90 is designated for prize money ($50 for winner’s 
charity/cause of choice, $30 to the winner and $10 to the runner-up). Players are 
eligible to compete only for prize money and NOT sponsor’s gifts and prizes. 

3. Everything above $150 level – covers all the above. Players are eligible to 
compete for ALL prize money and sponsor’s gifts and prizes. 

Additional: 
2nd round - $40  
3rd round - $30 
4th round (if necessary) - $20 
 

Suggested Donation/Sponsorship Packages 
(based on a single player) 

In doubles and teams each player needs to make a donation or to be sponsored.

Please note (important): 

At the early stage of the Racquethlon Tournament, in the absence of bigger sponsors, 
if you choose suggested donation package, we’ll withhold $60 to pay for first round court fees 
($10 per game), balls/shuttles and winner’s trophy, $50 to the winner’s charity of choice, $30 
to the winner and $10 for a runner-up of each respective division (total $150). For remaining 
amount you’ll receive tax receipt.  

Our hope is that with time all money that you donated will benefit your charity and we 
can provide bigger gifts, incentives and prize money for players as well. 

 
 
Sending your entry form: 

You can mail it, fax it, or e-mail it to us along with or even before your financial 
commitment as long as we’ll receive the payment not later then by deadline. 
 
 
Donating through us: 

When you are donating through us, you can make your payment as one amount (your 
donation plus $150), or you can make it as two separate amounts (one for your donation, 
payable to your charity and second one for $150, payable to us) – preferable. We will forward 
your donation amount for you, to a charity, which you’ll specify on the entry form. 



  
 
Donating by yourself: 

When you are donating to your charity by yourself and not trough us, please mention 
that it’s an entry fee for Racquethlon. This will help us to build relationship with charities and 
acquire volunteers working with those organizations to help us run our event. Thank you for 
your understanding and support. 
 

You need to donate in the same year you play. If you donated at the beginning of that 
year please include copy of your donation receipt along with your entry form. All you need to 
pay then is remaining $150 to cover costs described above.
